 NATIONAL YOUTH LEAGUE
REGISTRATION AND TRANSFER PROCEDURES

All new players must register on the triplicate registration forms that include a disability clause. The onus is on coaches or whoever is deemed responsible to ensure that players and parents/guardians are aware of no player to player liability on the present insurance policy.   
To facilitate the process all new players must provide proof (copy of certificate) to validate Date of Birth.   
All new players must provide two photographs- the player’s name, age group and team should - for ease of administration and to lessen the possibility of error - be written on the back of each photograph.
DO NOT UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCE SEND IN ORIGINAL PASSPORTS OR BIRTH CERTIFICATES WHICH MAY DELAYED OR EVEN LOST IN THE POSTAL SYSTEM.
All registration secretaries should ensure that the triple registration form is completed correctly – especially the application in the correct area of both parent and player signatures. The only exception is where the player has already reached the age of 18.  The same person should sign the forms for all players.

Re-registrations can be done by using the re- registration lists provided.   Players and parent or guardian must sign the forms. The team representative must also sign the list before it is sent in to the league’s administrator. It would be sensible for the team registration secretary to keep a copy of the registration list.  

Players who have any change in circumstances e.g. change of address or name must re register using the triplicate registration form.    If any photograph is out of date or does not now show a true likeness then two new passport type photographs must be sent in.  Each photograph should show the name of the player the team with whom he intends to play and age group.

All forms should be signed by only one person from each club.   Variations will be returned.   Send the original and yellow copies to the registration secretary and the pink one should be retained by the club with whom players are registering.
National Youth League transfer rules apply in this league.  If players wish to transfer to another club, they must go through the normal transfer procedure.  
National Youth League transfer forms must be used for this purpose plus all the other paperwork and should initially be sent to the League Administrator: Straight forward transfer applications will be dealt with as soon as possible. 
Any transfer deemed to be contentious will be dealt with after all teams have registered their players.

These issues will then be considered by the National Youth League’s discipline/ transfer committee. Should such applications be refused then the club secretaries concerned will be informed.
Players having already signed on but who at a later date seek a return to the BARLA Leagues - fall outside the direct jurisdiction of the National Youth League. The control/vetting of such applications at the initial stage via standard protocol rests solely with, and at the discretion of, the League with whom players intend to register.

Thirty is the maximum number of players per team in the National Youth League however fifteen is the minimum number per team and the contesting of fixtures will be refused until 15 players are registered.

Players must register with a club which is in their own district (i.e. where they live).   Players are not allowed to play outside their own district, unless such a registration/transfer has been ratified by the League’s transfer committee. 

Clubs may not receive more than three transfers each season, and each one must be from a different club – although Genesis Rule applies.  National Youth League transfer forms can be obtained from the League’s Administrator.
Rugby League Services will produce the actual registration cards, which will be tamper proof and each player will then receive their own individual ID number.
REMEMBER

Internal transfer requests relate to clubs in membership of the National Youth League and no other organisation.

This League operates no jurisdiction whenever a player decides for whatever reason to move outside this League and its distinctive operational influence. Governance of procedure is simply dictated and determined by the League receiving the request for transference.
